Contact information for
U.S. Embassies and Consulates appears on the Bureau of Consular Affairs
website at http:/ /travel.state.gov. If your passportt is lost or stolen, you
should wait until the next business day to call us. Also note that the Office
of Overseas Citizen Services 1in
Affairs may be reached for assistance with emergencies at 1-888-407-4747, if
calling from the U.S. or Canada, or 202-501-4444, if calling from overseas.

E-File Opens for 2009

This year, the IRS and its partners in the Free File Alliance are offering a new option, Free File Fillable Tax
Forms, which allows free electronic filing of tax returns for virtually everyone.

Taxpayers who use e-file and who choose direct deposit can receive their refund in as few as 10 days. That's
because with e-file, there's no paper return going to the IRS. IRS e-file allows taxpayers to file their returns now
and pay later if they owe taxes. It allows taxpayers to file both federal and most state returns at the same time.
And with direct deposit, there's no paper ref

For returning to the United States with pets, check the specific requirements that must be fulfilled by referencing the

websites of the Center for Disease Control (CDC) and the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA).

The Department of State encourages all American travelers to register with their local
Embassy or Consulate when planning their travel or after arriving in a foreign country.
Registration helps the Embassy provide important services for American citizens residing or
traveling abroad.

Both short-term visitors and long-term residents who have already established their U.S.
citizenship (i.e. born in the United States, or been previously issued a passport, Consular
Report of Birth, naturalization certificate or certificate of citizenship) can register on-line. On-
l'ine registration cannot serve to est
purpose of such a registration is to provide information which could be useful in providing
emergency consular services should the need atrise. Full U.S. passport data is required,
including your passport number, date

CAUTION: The information you provide will be subject to the Privacy Act of 1974, as
amended, and may not be disclosed by the Department of State to a third party unless: 1) You
have consented in writing; or 2) The disclosure is otherwise authorized by the Privacy Act,
such as pursuant to routine use. Authorized disclosures may include disclosure to personnel of
the Department of State on a need-to-know basis, or to other government agencies having
statutory or lawful authority to gain access to such information in the performance of their
duties.

You should be aware that electronic transmissions of information over the internet or similar
systems may not be secure and may therefore be accessed by unauthorized third parties.
